	III. Committee on Adolescent Sexual Health (CASH) Presentation 
Audra Brummel, Christina Feneley and Laurie Hartman presented on behalf of CASH. (Ashley Choker, Educator at Planned Parenthood, assisted with creating the presentation). The presentation informed the group about CASH, alarming statistics of STIs and teen pregnancy in our community, TOP information from students, MiPHY data School STI testing and information on the organizations which provide services relating to adolescent sexual health. 
· Discussion regarding community referrals and family planning options provided at Planned Parenthood.  RHA will reach out to Planned Parenthood to clarify processes.
· Births at Grace declined this year and is attributed to family education and planning services

· How do we get the CASH information to area physicians?  IHP’s 2018 meetings with physicians through Care Manager staff was suggested as a potential avenue.
· Suggestion to reach out to faith based community to connect with parents
What can Access to Care do for CASH?  What are barriers to Access?

· SAS - Interpersonal violence – Some provider offices may not screen for these issues and if they do, is there follow through when an affirmative answer is given?
· Health Dept – There is lack of knowledge about clinic services at CCPHD. 
· More awareness to connect teen moms with home visiting services
· Help making parents aware of TOP – Possibly integrate into school welcome package
