	Google Voice Conversation – Erika reported on the research that she did on the google voice line and potential liability. She reached out to Le Leche League to see how they handle liability. It is important to distinguish that it is an information resource line, not an advice line. Le Leche member go through extensive Le Leche training. The use of the Breastfeeding Resource Guide Textbook was discussed. Peer educators discussed using the Pocket Guide to Lactation which is part of the CLC training as the primary resource guide. 

· There was discussion about whether the Coalition’s google voice line would be a duplicative effort as Le Leche has a line as well.  Coalition members present felt that there would be limited duplication, as many of their clients may not be aware of what Le Leche is, and may be more comfortable calling a line where they know the people who will be answering the calls. 

· Coalition members agreed that it would be useful to have deeper discussions with Le Leche League regarding the priorities of both groups, opportunities to work more closely together, and how to minimize duplication. This is very important during this time of transition and alignment with the work of the Michigan Breastfeeding Network.

	

	III. Community Partners Funding Update

A. The group discussed the fact that year three of Community Partners funding has not been approved, and that while they have tabled the request until the September meeting, it is unlikely that it will be approved at that time. A No Cost Extension for $9,585 was requested and approved. These funds are the result of the clubs starting later in year 2 than anticipated, as well as some carry over from year one for strategies delayed. After reconciling accounts, there is an anticipated additional $7,122 of carry over funding that the group will request a no cost extension on. Due to the no cost extensions, and unlikely event of year three funding being approved, the Coalition agreed to withdraw the request for year three funding.

B. The group discussed how the approved carry over funding will be allocated. CLC training, August Breastfeeding Month Activities, and club work was prioritized. If the additional carry over funding is approved it will be allocated to communications strategies, club coordination, worksite strategies, and 2017 breastfeeding month awareness. 

C. The group is exploring options for future funding with a focus on Coffective and worksite strategies. There may be an opportunity for the coalition to apply for funding to the United Way.
