	III. Union City- Senior Level Screening: 
· Christina Feneley has created a proposal for the Union City school Board that she will be presenting this Monday night for a senior level screening for chlamydia and gonorrhea.  
· Plan in late April to have 80 seniors go through the confidential screening. School nurse will be the only staff to identify the results. Each student will be called down to the school nurse’s office to get results. 
· They are in need of funding for 20-25 more screenings in addition to the 20 that the Calhoun County Health Dept. is providing and 20 that Medicare will pay for.
· Union City is looking to see if anyone has ideas of venues they can pursue to secure additional funding.  
· Union City would like to see all students who want to be screened be able to be screened.
· They have already sent an email to the Bronson Battle Creek Health Foundation requesting additional funding, but have no contacts there and no idea if they would be able to provide that kind of support.

RHA had annual retreat, and the group discussed that they would like to pilot the discussion with one of the groups. 

· Identify Health Disparities Discussion.
· Work to get more data as an intervention to collect from all groups and more up-to-date. 

· What do we know about the history of the problem that must be addressed to solve?
· Communication/sensitive nature of the topic, i.e.: parents are afraid to talk to their students. 

· Missed information due to technology. 

· Parents do not have accurate information or lack of parent involvement. 

· Do not talk about healthy relationship, what is consent, and how to have the relationships. Especially if it is not modeled well at home. 

· What are possible starting points?
· More opportunities for parental and student education around this issue, i.e.: Talk Early Talk Often.

· Going to the parents instead of trying to get them to come to you. 

· Teens who want to become pregnant- What do you want for your child, do you want better? 

· Have we talked to parents about knowing what is better and how to get to it? 

· Ask parents what they want for their child, what are their goals for their child, and what would they like for them at their age? 

· Hard when you are doing something better than their community, and people think they are no longer loyal. We need to find those kids and put everything we can into those kids.

· Community Conversations and getting everyone at the table.  

· Which institution or policy seems more likely to have a big impact on the root cause of the problem we are trying to solve? 
· Comprehensive sex education and why it is not mandated. Parents need to feel confident about all the topics being discussed along with the teacher being very passionate and knowledgeable.  
· Why is sexual education an opt out program? 

· Lakeview- Life an Athlete for all students and parents of student athletes must attend. Possibly have something like this for parent orientation. 

· Parent Engagement.
· Would addressing it successfully create a positive and helpful reaction in any of the other institutions we identify important? 
· Yes, along with educating more and educating parents. 
· Would addressing it make sense to those impacted? 
· If parents were engaged, they would be shocked at how beneficial it would be. 
· It would be good for the students to get the information from a creditable source. 

· Would it engage new different allies?
· It depends on how it is framed. 
· Does it take advantage of the current political climate?
· No.
· It possibly impacts the local community. 

· Is there some capacity (resources and interest) among us to work on it? 
· Is the group willing to put together a survey around health issues for parents? Send out at the beginning of the school year to present an opportunity for parents’ concerns.
