· Strategic Planning with Community Work. 

· ChangetheStory.org has a lot of different RFP’s not related to Health. 

· Community Level Goal: Improve Family and Infant Health and Reduce Racial Economic Disparities in Related Indicators. 

· Key Indicator: Regional Infant Mortality Rate (10 year goal). 

· Target: Improvement of Infant Mortality Rate in families of color and low-income families - resulting in a regionals infant mortality rate of 6.0 by 2025 (currently it is 6.0 in Kalamazoo and 10.3 in Battle Creek). 

· Strategic Health Priorities: 

· Physical, Mental, and Behavioral Health for Family and Infant. 

· Awareness, Education, and Engagement. 

· Funding: Application can be a single agency, also could be a collaboration with different agencies with a shared model. To apply, you must attend a 2 hour training (Thursdays). Minimum request is $25,000 and no maximum amount.  Want to encourage new ways to address the populations of Interest: Women of Color, Women with Previous Poor Birth Outcome, Fathers. 

· Timeline: Opens this Friday but must attend a training before you can get to the application process.  Application process April 1st. Inform groups by August 1st and start October 1st.

· Work to get more data as an intervention to collect from all groups and more up-to-date. 

· 3 Policies that are impacting the problem? 
· Michigan Legislative does not have comprehensive sexual education- (Washington, Oregon, Colorado).
· Currently, Calhoun County does not have a nurse for Family Planning. 

· Kids do not understand how to get access to STI and Contraceptives. 

· State Policy - no distribution of contraceptives on school grounds. 

· Education to support staff on where to get resources that are needed. 

· Which of these institutions and policies impact the root causes of the problem? 
· Education- Comprehensive sexual education. 
· Access at Schools.
· Sexual Assault Services and Alternatives go into schools to talk about healthy relationships. 
· Alternatives- Conducted a survey and made word clouds to explain answers.
· School Districts can support the counselors and school nurse. 

· Districts that have an active sex education advisory board. 

· Content must be taught by a Health Certified Teacher. 

· What do we know about the history of the problem that must be addressed to solve? 
· Cycle of Teen Parents. 
· Teens who want to become pregnant in high school.
· What has helped decrease the problem? 
· Availability of Plan B in 2006 has had an impact by decreasing teen pregnancy but giving a false sense of security increasing STI.
· 2007- Michigan Merit Curriculum mandated ½ a credit into the curriculum in schools. 
· Teen Mom Show- Actually showed the reality and difficulty.   

· Implemented the TOP program for 7th graders. 
· Plan and Goals for what they are going to do after high school. 

· Need repetition to make sure the skills are sharp. 

· Taking successes from school districts like Union City and taking it to other schools in the County. (Christina and Angela Blood will share to the Superintendents about the MIPHY and how important it is.)
