· Aim to be with these families for 2 years 

· Each home visit is 1 to 1 ½ hours each

	V. Children’s HealthWatch Presentation – 
· Team: A nonpartisan network of pediatricians, public health researchers, and children’s health and policy experts committed to improving children’s health in America
· Mission: To improve the health and development of young children by informing policies that address and alleviate economic hardships
· Methods:  Collect real-time data in clinical settings across the country on infants and toddlers from families facing economic hardship. Analyze and share our findings with academics, legislators, and the public
· Children’s HealthWatch is looking into expanding to Battle Creek.  Targeting data collection sites includes WIC and other community partners.  Data collected will be made available to the MIHC.
· Partners are welcome to participate in the planning process.  

1. Grant will be submitted soon. If awarded, potential funding is 200k per year for program.  
2. Looking for Burmese assistance for interpretation in interviewing

3. Questions have been developed by the 6 sites over the years – local option to add 10-15 specific questions.  
4. There was consensus of support for the Children’s HealthWatch effort from the MIHC members in attendance.  Data would then be disseminated to the MIHC and shared by Children’s HealthWatch.
