A. Pregnancy Care Workgroup:  Chair, Jill Wise
· 2015 Accomplishments: 

1. Born to Be Healthy Website
· Pregnancy Health: 8 Reasons to Wait It Out Until Your Due Date. 

· Just for Fathers.
· Born to be fit.
· Stickers to link to Born to Be Website. 

· Website numbers went down last month. 

· Suggestions to add information on the Zika virus and lead information on the website. 

2. Developed Calhoun County message about Pregnancy Health Education that outlines information about Baby Basics, Centering Pregnancy, Born to Be, and our coordinated approach to providing pregnancy health information.

3. Baby Basics

a. Meridian contributed 480 Baby Basics books.

b. Awarded grant from Community Partners Board for $5,000; BCCF committed to finding other funding partners to match $5,000 for Baby Basics books and planners.

· Books are $9 and are grant funded. 

· Books are only published in 3 languages, but the planners are in many different languages. 

· Information for agencies: Community message around Health Education during pregnancy. This document is given at provider orientation to explain the differences between the various resources such as Baby Basics and Centering. 

4. Oaklawn Hospital received National Safe Sleep Hospital Certification.

5. Provide a link between health and childhood education.
· 2016 Goals: 

1. Complete Baby Basics training in OB offices in Calhoun County.

2. Partner with OB offices (using Baby Basics) by working with them as they each implement at least two strategies that better teach patients how to use the book as a resource and the planner as a tool to manage their health during pregnancy.

3. Evaluate whether Baby Basics is the right resource for pregnant women in our community.

If so, fund development to continue.

4. If not, identify new resource and fund development for resources and start up.

5. Increase awareness and utilization of Born to Be website.

6. Partner with the Infant Safe Sleep Coalition.
