	III.  United Way MIH Funding Opportunities: 
· Community Level Goal: Improve Family and Infant Health and Reduce Racial Economic Disparities in Related Indicators. 

· Key Indicator: Regional Infant Mortality Rate (10 year goal). 

· Target: Improvement of Infant Mortality Rate in families of color and low-income families. Resulting in a regional infant mortality rate of 6.0 by 2025 (currently it is 6.0 in Kalamazoo and 10.3 in Battle Creek). 
· Strategic Health Priorities: 

· Physical, Mental, and Behavioral Health for Family and Infant. 

· Awareness, Education and Engagement. 

· Funding: Application can be a single agency, also could be a collaboration with different agencies with a shared model. To apply, you must attend a 2 hour training (Thursdays). Helpful for anyone who will be assisting with the application process to attend the training. Minimum request is $25,000 and no maximum amount.  The first funding for health will be 18 months long, and the next one will be 3 years long. Will be funding into best practices and the best outcomes.  
· Want to encourage new ways to address the populations of interest: Women of Color, Women with Previous Poor Birth Outcome, Fathers. 
· All groups being funded will need to collect data on who they are serving. United Way will provide a way to collect the data.  

· Timeline: Opens this Friday the 15th but must attend a training before you can get to the application process.  Application process opens April 1st. United Way will inform groups if grant has been awarded by August 1st. Work can start October 1st. 

· Established & Innovative new programs will be considered. 
· Due to the merger, funding in Calhoun will focus most on Greater Battle Creek because other cities in the County have their own United Way, such as Albion. 
· The Battle Creek Community Foundation will receive funding through the Michigan Health Endowment Fund toward Maternal and Infant Health. More to come in April. 
	CCPHD will look at a 10 year trend of Infant Mortality for just the City of Battle Creek.
Jessica will send out Alyssa’s contact information and the RFP link to the group. 
Alyssa will put together a baseline data information sheet.

	IV.  Good STEPS program:
· New program at Goodwill for single unemployed parents. 
· Must have a child - 3rd grade and under. 

· There is a background check and interview to find correct field. 

· Goal is to help clients get their stackable credentials. Start them where they are at currently such as GED, CAN and move on to certificated, associates degrees, 4 year degree, ect. 
· 5 areas: Manufacturing, Health Care, Retail, Early Childhood Education. 
· 3 phases- Intake, Soft Skills (possible parenting classes), Work experience (where they can get paid), Placement, and will move them into employment. 
· There are different timeslots either in the morning, morning and afternoon, or straight 9-1 pm for the trainings.  

· Requirement - they need to have their own transportation. 

· There is no age requirement. 

· They are looking for mentors for people in same fields. 

· Capacity is around 100 families. 

· Currently it is a 2 year grant.

	V. 2015 Workgroup Accomplishments & 2016 Goals: 
A. Infant Safe Sleep Coalition: 
· Erin Somlerlott and Kristin Roux provided an overview of the Infant Safe Sleep Coalitions’  Accomplishments & Goals.
· 2015 Accomplishments- 

· Pack and Plays- 

· 183 Pack N Plays were distributed to families in need of a safe place for their babies to sleep. Prior to receiving the Pack N Play, families were presented with safe sleep education and resources to take home. 
· Period of PURPLE Crying Videos Distribution-
· 1,210 videos were distributed to local hospitals for distribution to their patients at delivery.

· Tomorrow’s Child closed, but the State is taking over to provide the resources from HealthyMichigan.gov. 
· A children’s book is now provided to each parent when they receive a pack-n-play that promotes safe sleep.  (Charlieskid.org) Blue Manatee Press. 
· Oaklawn Hospital and its staff have been recognized by the National Safe Sleep Hospital Certification Program as “Gold Safe Sleep Champions” for their commitment to the best practices and education on infant safe sleep. 

· 2016 Goals- 
· Reach a variety of people in the community to provide them the resources they need. 
· Provide education via presentations and resource distribution to agencies, health care providers, child care providers, etc. that serve families. 
· Provide education and materials to parents, grandparents, and caregivers – directly and via partner organizations, per #2 above. 

· Develop a community awareness and advertising campaign for September 2016 – Infant Safe Sleep Awareness month.

· Erin spends around 15 minutes with each family that receives a pack-n-play. 
B. Home Visiting HUB-   Meet Thursday at 1:00 pm at United Way. 
· Michelle Datema and Susan Clark provided an overview of the Home Visiting Hub Accomplishments & Goals.

· 2015 Goals & Accomplishments:  Michigan Home Visiting Initiative Local Leadership Group
· To coordinate the home-visiting continuum of services across the county for families with young children. Held an ASQ-3/SE training and developed Guiding Principles for use of ASQ in Calhoun County. 41 participants from 14 agencies.
· To recruit additional members to the group including parents and service providers.  Utilized the Great Start Collaborative Parent Coalition.  All members required by the state are involved. Had 6 parents attend a training. 
· Maintain common referral process through 2-1-1.  Updated referral form to include new  2-1-1 fax number and informed providers of change. 
· 2016 Goals- 
· Outreach and recruitment to increase referrals to home visiting programs.
· Community Unlimited in Union City. 
· Coordination of services among home visiting programs.  

· Inclusion of new partners in work group.
