MIECHV funding is a current concern as it is the main funding source and is part of the Affordable Care Act.  MIECHV funding is up for reauthorization on September 30th and while the hope is this funding will not go away, Calhoun County NFP does have good local funding support.

· Grace Health offers 6 months of free diapers if pregnant women quit smoking for duration of pregnancy.  Women will be tested and if they fail test once, they lose a month of diapers. If they fail twice they are no longer involved in the program.

· Providers being aware of services like Summit Pointe

· Patient engagement

· Patients trusting new providers

· Lack of understanding by providers and patients of need for counseling

· Daycare to get to appointment
· Stigma about mental health and counseling
· Distrust about medical community as a whole

· If not a true crisis, could be several months before a patient is seen

· Knowing what to expect at counseling

· What to expect – Suggestion for a Children’s mental health carnival 

· More info about social emotional well being

Increase provider awareness of full continuum of resources including crisis intervention, ongoing therapy, in-home services, adult case management
