	III. Updates
· Regional Perinatal Care Meeting – April 27th was the kick off meeting.  Looked at the most urgent concerns, how to work as a region to address those concerns; around 75 in attendance; also reviewed data as a group
· Next Regional Perinatal Care meeting is June 22 from 2-4 at the Gilmore Center Bronson Kalamazoo.  All are invited to attend.
· Infant Mortality Advisory Council Meeting (IMAC).  Audra went to May 11th IMAC meeting and provided an overview of the meeting.  Region 4 discussed their challenges of perinatal care in urban areas and quality improvement methods and models; looked at goals to see how they can do better surveillance; Detroit Healthy Start discussed their healthy improvement and encouraged blood pressure monitoring at home visits; Tobacco Reduction Coalition in Muskegon shared their Quality Improvement project involving smoking moms and referring them to the Quitline and the barriers they have encountered; next meeting in August in Traverse City with phone in option.  
· Tobacco Cessation - Grace Health has around 15 but 3-4 are active – this is with a diaper incentive and they are randomly tested for tobacco ; with the Quitline, technology may be a barrier, they don’t like to talk on the phone, limited minutes, finding the right fit is a challenge
· Children’s HealthWatch – Waiting for approval, proposal was submitted.

	IV. Announcements 

· Grace Health is opening a satellite location at 62 E. Michigan Ave., the former Community Healthcare Connections building

· Opening day is scheduled for Tuesday, June 12th with a grand opening on June 27th

· Hours will be Monday thru Friday from 10:00am - 2:00pm for now

· Anticipating 8:00am – 5:00pm hours in the near future

· This clinic will operate as a walk-in clinic with a family practice provider on site serving infants to adults

· A behavioral health consultant will be onsite to help connect with resources, immediate needs and navigation with external resources

· This location will be in walking distance from the homeless shelters and downtown businesses, a fun introduction to this new location will roll out soon to neighboring businesses

· Sports physicals will also be performed as a walk-in 
	Cheryl to check if Grace Health can do well baby checks at Michigan Ave site

	V. Children’s Protective Services – Presentation by William McClure on the process of Mandated Reporters and CPS
· Mandated Reporter (MR) is anyone with a degree that works with children, or daycare workers that work with children, responsibility to make the referral is with that person
· MR should always report when they have a serious concern for the child. If medical neglect is suspected and the MR is unsure, it is advised to call it in

· Tracking for children under the age the of 3 after 3rd referral will be assigned for investigation
· CPS has 19 investigators and 6 ongoing workers, cases are assigned, and should get back with MR and then a follow up letter comes in mail with status 
· Marijuana is a big issue

· CPS can’t get involved until child is born, unless there are children residing in the home
· Bedbugs – there are limited emergency funds to help with eradication if needed
· CPS mandate is to do everything they can to keep families together

· Summit Point Recovery Center – open 24-7 parent with drug or alcohol center for detox, adults only.

· Pregnant woman using a substance are a priority treatment.
· Abuse is defined as physical injury to a child, a bruise or worse from infliction from a parent or guardian. A red mark that goes away is not considered evidence of abuse. If there are allegations of a concussion, this should be reported and a doctor must confirm/document the injury.
· CPS has specific timelines to follow for different types of alleged abuse.  

· A newborn that tests positive for drug exposure is considered physical abuse and should be reported immediately
· Sexual abuse is a 12-24; CPS has 12 hours to contact MR to get more information and CPS needs to see the victim within 24 hours 
· What is the trend now? Increased drug and domestic violence issues
· CPS can communicate with home visitors to assist.  Family team meeting with CPS caseworker can include home visitor and involve any community services to include in treatment plan.  CPS will monitor.
· The court issues the order to remove a child from the home, not CPS

· Pregnant women who are substance abusers must be medically stable before moving directly to rehab.
