· Instead, Audra presented the Lead Task Force progress.  October is Lead Awareness Month.  The Lead Task Force is working to heighten awareness in Calhoun County. A press conference will be held to highlight their release of a 60 page report outlining the problems children face related to lead based paint, as well as proposed solutions:

· Universal screenings.

· Increase reporting of testing.

· Work with schools.

· Public awareness campaign.

· Expanding resources for remediating lead.

· Home visiting to educate families.

· Concerns are: 

· Medicaid is the only insurance that requires lead testing on children.
· If a lead blood draw is not done in the office at the time of the child’s appointment with the doctor and they are sent home with a lab slip, they may not get the testing done.

· Difficulty in translating this information to our Burmese population.
